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DIRECTOR’S REVIEW

Itis my privilege, as Director of AIIMS Bhubaneswar, to give a gist
of the achievements of AIIMS Bhubaneswar in the last financial year
2016-2017. The institution has grown steadily since the last year in
almost every aspect, be it administration, hospital service, academics,
finance or construction.We have progressed more rapidly in some
areas, but certainly progress has been made.

At the beginning of the year there were 146 faculty in 41
departments out of which 12 were super specialty departments.
Several new departments started after faculty joined in medical and
surgical oncology, urology, cardiology, plastic surgery and hospital
administration. In addition several clinics such as epilepsy clinic, diabetic clinic, palliative care,
pain clinic etc., were started. This gave a boost to the patients and OPDattendance shot up to
over 2000 per daywhich reaches approximately 2800 on certain days. The AYUSH centre was
opened with yoga and naturopathy treatments.There are eight operation theatres with 543 beds
and 40 ICU beds. Nearly 500 major surgeries are being performed each month and the mera
aspataal records show a patient satisfaction in the range of 75%.

The investigative facilities at AIIMS Bhubaneswar were strengthened and a number of
costly and high-end equipment were installed including 256 slice CT, DSA laboratory, DR
laboratory, mammography machine, high performance liquid chromatography, flowcytometer,
echocardiography and tread mill testing equipment. The clinical laboratory services which were
initially outsourced were taken over by AlIMS Bhubaneswar from January 2017, a challenge that
was met head on and proved that the laboratory services can be provided with quality and
speed.

The OPD experience for patients is now less cumbersome, with increased number of
counters for registration, bill payment facilities having more counters, more staff, more printers
and more cashless PoS (point of sale) machines. The time spent by each patient waiting to get
registered has reduced substantially. We have taken care to provide facilities for the patients
such as drinking water.Many areas in the hospital have been given a fillip. The trauma and
emergency which was opened has been reorganized to provide better services faster and more
efficiently. The outlet for AMRIT pharmacy is nearing completion while patients are getting
generic medicines at greatly discounted rates.

The procurement of many equipment, consumables, non-consumables have been
initiated with the number of tenders being floated and processed increasing four fold in the last
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six months of the financial year.Group B deputation posts were advertised and interviews
conducted and staff appointed. Advertisements for other staff positions and senior residents
were also done. Two meetings of the Standing Finance Committee, one meeting of the
Governing body and Institute body and one Academic Committee meeting were held.

The first batch of interns joined on January 1st 2017. PG courses in clinical subjects started
in January 2017 in Obstetrics & Gynaecology, Surgery, ENT and Anaesthesiology. Students are
taking an active interest in poetry, quizzes, music, drama, street plays, sports etc., and winning
accolades whenver they have participated in competitions. Annual day was celebrated on
September 26th 2016 and Founder's Day in July 15th 2016 with much fanfare. In
addition,National days such as republic day, independence day and Gandhi Jayanthi were
celebrated.

Many conferences, CMEs, and workshops have been held. Two workshops organized by
AlIMS Bhubaneswar across all 6 new AIIMS need special mention. The first was a two-day
workshop for all six AIIMS to prepare a generic log book for interns which could then be adapted
by the respective AIIMS. The second was a three day hands-on workshop on Public Financial
Management System which was organised for the Accounts and Finance divisions of all six aims.
Faculty development workshops on research methodology, scientific writing and basic statistics
were conducted. An orientation programme for Interns on rational management and therapy,
ethics and professionalism and communication skills was conducted. A PG orientation
programme for the newly joined PGs on research methodology was conducted.

The auditorium, is nearing completion and so are the Effluent and Sewage Treatment
plants of the hospital and residential campus. Biomedical Waste management, fire safety and
patient safety is being given due importance in our hospital management so that all codal
formalities are followed in letter and spirit. The Kayakalp reforms are being practiced in our
hospital and campus in maintaining our surrounding areas cleaner and greener with purchase of
grass cutting machines, hiring of more housekeeping staff as per norms to create a pleasant
environment. With the help of many organizations who have come forward to plant trees, | am
hopeful thatin a few years time, we shall have a greener campus.

I am truly happy that we can list all of these achievements and know there are many more
unlisted achievements which makes my heart swell with pride. By any yardstick, we can be proud
of what we have achieved in this last one year.

Regular visits are made by the MBBS students to the villages and various
activities as Health camps, assessing the health profile of the family members and health
advisory service provision are done. They have six weeks of posting each in rural and urban
community. Students are also taken to various places of public health importance to provide a
comprehensive understanding of community medicine. Nursing students also visit the
community and carry out health assessment and educational activities. Students are also
assigned research projects, exposed to health programmes and health care delivery system.

® Presently, two Junior Residents are pursuing MD in Community Medicine. Post graduate
students are assigned guides and co-guides and are pursuing their dissertation. Varied
methodologies as seminars, journal clubs, research activities, postingin clinical departments,
are adopted for teaching the postgraduate students.

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PATIENT CARE / HOSPITAL SERVICES

The Orthopaedic department provides outdoor, indoor and surgical facilities to the patients. The
department also provides 24-hr emergency services (casualty and emergency trauma surgeries)
to the trauma patients. A total of around 40,000 patients were seen in the OPD whereas 500
patients were admitted in the ward for treatment in last year. About 500 major elective surgeries,
500 emergency trauma surgeries and 100 local procedures were performed in the year 2016-17.
The department provided state of the art surgery to the patients in the form of joint replacement,
tumour excision/ mega prosthesis, spinal fixation, deformity correction, fracture fixations and
ligaments repair/arthroscopic procedures. More than 250 total knee and total hip joint
replacement surgeries and 60 arthroscopic ligament reconstructions were carried out in last year.
A health camp was conducted at Chandaneswar, outskirt area of Odisha and about 150 patients
were benefitted with the Orthopaedic service.

(Nursing)
teaching and clinical research. All the 6 faculty members actively participated in teaching
theory, practical and tutorial classes. The department had adopted the modern practical
Pharmacology training methodology that includes computer assisted learning to replace
animal experiments. Emphasis was given to applied and clinical pharmacology, which as
direct bearing on patient care. Students were sensitized and encouraged to get involved in
research. Research projects have been completed under ICMR Short Term Studentship (STS)
Program and presently another five research projects are going on. We are going to soon start
a Therapeutic Drug Monitoring unit, Pharmacovigilance unit and drug information unit in the
department.

(Nursing) teaching only. All theory, practical and tutorial classes are going on according to
schedule. The teaching curriculum of Dept. of Pharmacology, AlIMS, New Delhi is followed
here with special importance in clinical pharmacology and therapeutics. Students were
evaluated for their progress periodically in an objective manner using multiple choice
guestions, short answers covering entire topics including practical exercises.

° The department caters to patients coming from various parts of Odisha and neighbouring
states of eastern India. The outpatient department function six days per week and on an
average about 45-50 patients visit every day with various respiratory ailments. Despite
various constrains due to lack of logistics, there hasbeen a steady inflow of patients in the
outpatientas well asinpatient departments.

2016 and till March 2017; the department collected 2593 units of blood through donation.

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A.1.1.4 This did not include a provision of Rs 171.12 lakh regarding
Cearness Allowance and Transport Allowance for the period January
to March 2017, This resu ted in understatement of Current Liabilities
and Provisions and overstatement of corpus/capital fund by Rs 11.12
lakh.

A1.1.5 This included a provision of Rs 1,18,772/- towards
outstanding payment of Rs 8 64,086/- to Mahapatra Scientific Supply
Syndicate. This resulted in understatement of Current Liabilities and
Provisions and overstatement of corpus/capital fund by Rs 7.45 lakh
(Rs 8,64,086 — 1,18,772)

A.1.1.6 This did not include liability for payment of cutstanding
expenses of Rs6.40 la<h towards purchase of Reagents and
Chemicals for Department of Pathology for which supply order has
been placed with the agency in January 2017, the chemicals were
received in March 2017 and payment was made in June 2017 This
has resulted in understatement of Current Liahility & Provisions, and

consequently overstatement corpus/capital fund by Rs 6.40 lakh.

A.1.1.7 This did not include liabilities for payment of Rs.3,48.006/-
against two Bills payable to M/s Alakananda Advertisement Pvt | td
pertaining to 2016-17. This has resulted in understatement of current

A.1.1.8 This did not include expenses of Rs. 103684/~ towards
repairing & replacing of sanitary fittings in OPD area payable to the
centractor for the month of March 2017 but paid in May 2017. This
has resutted in understatement of current liabilities and provisions
and consequent overstatement  of  corpus/capital - fund by
Rs.1 84 lakh
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A.2. Assets
A.2.1 Current Assets.Rs.349.8 Crore

A.2.1.1. Loans, Advances and Deposits: Rs 155.69 crore
A.2.1.1.1 This included expenditure of Rs.0.56 crore as on 31 March
2017 reported by CPWD as Capitals Works-in-Progress but
misclassified under Loans, Advances & Deposits. This resulted in
overstatement of Loans. Advances & Deposits and understatement
of Capitals Works-in-Progress by Rs, 0.56 crore.

B. Income and Expenditure Account

B.1  Expenditure — Rs. 100.14 crore

B.1.1 The excess salary provision of March 2018 of Regular staft
pertaining to 2015-16 was not adjusted/written off during 2016-"/
which resulted in overstatemant of current liability and provision with
correspending urderstatermert of corpus/capital fund by an exient of
Rs 85.95 lakh.

B.1.2 A sum of Rs. 189 crore paid to the supplier towards
reimbursement of customs duty and release of withheld amount in
respect of two medical equipments installed on 27 December 2013
and 28 Marcnh 2014, However depreciation was provided on pro-rata
basis for the current year instead of from the date of installation of the
asset. This has rosuled in understatement of depreciation by
Rs. 56.52 lakh ard consequently understatement of expenditure and

cverstatement of corpus/capital fund and fixed assets by that extent.

B.1.3 The scientifc equipment. Touch Real time PPCR Detection
System valuing Rs. 1794267/- was procured and
installed/commissioned in November 2014, but the asset could not be
made functional due to want of required chemicals. The asset was put
to use on 15 July 2C16 after availability of required chemical and
accordingly the payment was released. However depreciation of
Rs 96595/- was provided on pro-rata basis from the date of payment

instead of from the date of installation which resulted n
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understatement of depreciation by Rs. 4.68 lakh and overstatcment of

fixed assets by that extent.

B.1.4 As per the depreciation policy of the institute, depreciation was
to be charged on Written down value Method (WDV) at the rates
specified in the Income Tax Act. However, it was seen *hat
depreciation was charged on Stra:ght line method instead of WDV
method in respect of Furpiture & Fixtures, Scientific equipments
Office eqLipments, Computer & sottware. This had resulted in excess
accountal of depreciation to the extent of Rs.745 5912/ with &

corresponding understatement of Fixed Assets by that extent.

B. 1.5 . Depreciation pertaining to previous years {20123-14 to
2015-16) was incorrectly charged to Income & Expenditure
account of 2016 -17. This had resulted in excess accountal of
depreciaticn to the extent of Rs. 2,93,48,744 with a corresponding

understatement of pricr period expenses by that extent.

C. Effects of Audit on Accounts

The net impact of audit comments given in preceding paragraphs is
uncerstatement of liabilities by Rs.C.59 crore, Assets by Rs.7 87 crore

and overstatement of surplus by Rs.0.53 crore.

D. Grants-in-aid: Out of total Grants-in-aid of Rs. 147 19 crore’
received during the year, together with previous year certified balance
of Rs.143.31 crore and other receipts of Rs 522 crore, totaling
Rs.295 72 crore, the Institute utilized a sum of Rs.160.01 crore®,

leaving a balance of Rs.135.71 crore as on 31% March 2017
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v. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraph we
report that the Balance Sheel, Income & Expenditure Account and
Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this Report are in

agreement with the bcoks of accounts.
