Anti-ragaing policy for M BBS students

As per direction of the Hon'ble Supreme Court ddidn the Government has banned
ragging completely in any form inside and outsidettee campus and the Institute
authorities are determined not to allow any forntha&f ragging. Therefore, at the time of
admission, every student shall be required to aigieclaration that on admission he/she
submits himself/herself to the disciplinary juristibn of the Director and several
authorities of the AIIMS who may be vested with @athority to exercise discipline
under the Acts, the Statutes, the Rules and tles thiat have been framed there under by
competent authorities of AIIMS.

Prohibition of and Punishment for Ragging:

1.

Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited, withine premises of
College/Department of Institution and any part tfS and also outside the
AlIMS Campus.

Any individual or collective act or practice or gagg constitute gross indiscipline
shall be dealt with under this Rules.

Ragging for the purposes of this rules, ordinamlyans any act, conduct or
practice by which dominant power or status of sesindents is brought to bear
on students freshly enrolled or students who arany way, considered junior or
inferior by other students and includes individoiatollective acts or practice
which:

a. Involve physical assault or threat or use of phgldiarce
b. Violate the status, dignity and honour of womerdstis

c. Violate the status; dignity and honour of studdr@®nging to the
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Batl®estes

d. Expose students to ridicule and contempt and afffeit self-esteem
e. Entail verbal abuse and aggression, indecent geahd obscene behavior

The Director, Dean, Hostel Superintendent and BacfilAIIMS shall take
immediate action on any information of the occucesof ragging.

Notwithstanding anything in Clause (4) above, thead or any other Faculty
member/or authority may also suo moto enquire amtp incident of ragging and
make a report to the Director of the identity abgh who have engaged and the
nature of the incident.



6. The Dean may also submit an initial report estabiig the identity of the
perpetrators of ragging and the nature of the ragmicident.

7. On the receipt of a report under clause (5) oo(@ determination by the
relevant authority disclosing the occurrence ogiag incidents described in the
Clause 3(a), (b) and (c) the Director shall digobrder rustication of a student or
students for a specific number of semester.

8. The Director may in other cases of ragging ordetiact that any student or
students be expelled or be not, for a stated peaidihitted to a course of study as
AIIMS, departmental examination for one or more ssters or that the result of
the student or students concerned in the exami(@)ian which they appeared be
cancelled.

9. For the purpose of this Rules, abetment to raggifigalso amount to ragging.

10.1n case of any discrepancy between these rule§samdrnment of India Policy,
the GOI policy will prevail.
