
Regional Seminar: An update on radiation Safety

On 23/02/2019, a regional seminar on radiation safety was organized by the College of 
Nursing in collaboration with the Department of Nuclear Medicine, Department of Radiotherapy 
and Department of Radiodiagnosis under the agesis of Indian College of Nuclear Medicine. This 
seminar was whole day long and was held in the mini auditorium of AIIMS Bhubaneswar.

Dr. Saisradha Patro, 
AIIMS, Bhubaneswar detailed on the transportation of radioactive materials. The other sessions 
were on emergency response plans and preparedness, history teaches and radioactive waste 
disposal. Hands on training on radiation survey & radiation accident/incident(mock drill) has 
provided by Mr. Rohit Rana, Dr. A K Pandey, Dr. S C Kheruka and Dr. L M Aggarwal.
